We work in smaller groups of 4 – 6 people. You make a statue with the people in your group, a tableaux vivante. The statue does nog talk, it is like looking at a picture. The first statue is of domestic/homely. When we watch the statues with the others of the group, you ask what do you think you see. Then the small group tells what they ment with their statue.  The second statue is of violence. This statue has nothing to do with the first statue. You make en new statue. When we watch the statues with the rest of the group, you ask again what do you think you see and then the group tells what they ment with their statue. Then you ask 2 groups to make a new statue out of the combination of the statues of domestic/homely and violence.  Make sure all groups have an other group to work with. The new statues make you see and feel what is so impressive at domestic violance. We ask the others of the group to name a title as they watch the new statue of domestic violence. And we talk about what you feel of maybe regognise in these statues.
